Supplies needed:
4 to 8   7foot lengths of 
cords/threads/yarn/Krenick, etc.
Stone donut, lampwork or some focal bead
Variety of beads
 hole size is important if using bead while knotting
 Bead size 14º or 11º as part of fringe or 
embellishment

Tassel takes an additional 5 to 6   3 foot lengths of 
cord.
