March 16, at B'ville Beaders (BOK Senior Advantage 
Center/Bartlesville), we will be making a charm bracelet on a brick 
stitched base.  Supplies needed include approximately 25 grams of Size  
# 8 Delicas or hex or triangle beads. Becky, the owner of Beads by Becky, 
1302 South 69th Highway (locally it is called South Chouteau Avenue) in 
Chouteau, has graciously ordered a variety of Size # 8 Delicas just for 
B'ville Beaders and any participating OBS members .  Since she has 
"gone out on a limb" to order these, it would be wonderful if we could all 
show our support and thanks by purchasing these from her.  If we shop 
early, she indicates she will have time to special order a particular color or 
style you might want that she does not have in stock.  Becky will also take 
phone orders and ship your beads to you. You may place your phone 
orders by calling 476-6100. If you know the BD number of the Delica color 
you want, she will need that number.  You will also need an assortment of 
accent beads and charms, as well as seed beads to attach the accent 
beads and charms to the base.  I usually use Size # 11 seed beads for 
this. Size # 15 seed beads, which I have recently fallen in love with, have 
a nice size hole and work great for variety. Samples of this bracelet will be 
at the February combined OBS/B'ville Beaders meeting in Bartlesville, as 
well as the March OBS meeting in Tulsa.
